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Resolution Requesting SUNY Impact Aid

WHEREAS, according to the US census, more than 50% of the housing stock in the Village of Brockport is tenant
occupied, and a majority of that is off campus student housing.

WHEREAS, rental housing accounts for an estimated $144,248 of the Village’s code enforcement Department’s budget.

WHEREAS, the Brockport Police Department regularly responds to calls for off campus party noise, conflicts, attends to
the orderly 2am closing of village bars whose patrons are predominantly college students, provides police coverage for
sanctioned and nonsanctioned student events held off campus in the Village and provides mutual aid for University
police as needed.

AND, WHEREAS, these direct police costs totaled $59,944.00 for 2024.

WHEREAS, m approximately 50% of the value of Village of Brockport property within the Town of Sweden is tax exempt
due to SUNY Brockport, the majority of which lies within the Village’s boundaries, leaving village taxpayers with the
second highest property taxes in Monroe County.

AND, WHEREAS, the Village of Brockport received SUNY Impact-Aid in the amount of $210,000 in 2018 but has received
none in successive years;

BE IT NOW RESOLVED, on March 3, 2025, the Village Board requests that SUNY Impact Aid for the Village of Brockport
be restored in the amount of $204,292.
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
